Repent = turn from your sin (disobedience)  to obedience

“Everyone who sins is breaking God’s law, for all sin is contrary to the law of God.” 1 John 3:4 (NLT)

“And you know that He [Jesus] was manifested to take away our sins, and in Him there is no sin.
Whoever abides in Him does not sin. Whoever sins has neither seen Him nor know Him. Little
children, let no one deceive you. He who practices righteousness is righteous, just as He is
righteous.” 1 John 3:5-7

The Fake Christian Makes Claims but Does Not Obey!

Remember John states, “He who says, ‘I know Him,’ and does not keep His commandments, is a

liar, and the truth is not in Him.” 1 John 2:4

Let me be clear, hypocrites can’t obey! They will scream for love, understanding and a broader

mindset. This idea of obedience is too narrow minded to them. Surrendering to the complete

control of the Lord Jesus is out of the question, and they have no passion to reach the world for

Jesus!

Yes they want to go to heaven. But they actually think religious freedom means liberty from the

restricting life of the do’s and don’ts of God’s Word, and falsely believe God saved them without

requiring obedience to His commands.

John not only states that those who will not repent are lost but also reminds us again that the first
